Additional activities also include: performance by the 2nd Marine Aircraft Wing Band, children’s activity area, plus interactive displays and simulators.

Gates open for the “Night Show” at 5:00pm, with flying beginning at twilight. The fireworks will conclude the show at approximately 10:00pm

The air show festivities continue for the rest of the weekend with their two “Day Shows” May 22 and 23 featuring the US Navy Blue Angels jet demonstration team, the Canadian Forces SkyHawk parachute team and a host of civilian and military aerobatic demonstrations plus historic and modern statics located directly on the flightline.
